Uninstall any previous versions, trials or separate components 
 
Make sure to first uninstall any possible previous version of the IntraWeb Query Builder. A correct 
uninstall means: 
 

 Remove the package through Component, Install packages …, Remove 

 Delete ALL component DCU, OBJ, HPP, PAS, BPL, BPI files 

 Remove the path from the library path via Tools, Environment options, Library, Library path

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Updates 
 
The IntraWeb Query Builder registered version comes with a full version cycle of free updates. A full 
version cycle means that from version x.y to version x+1.y, the updates are free. For example, if a 
registration starts at version v2.5, updates are free till version v3.5. The latest date of the updates 
can be seen after login on our website (see next section). This date reflects the exact file date of 
the latest update.

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Getting started with IntraWeb Query Builder 
 
Drop a MetaSQL database component and TTIWQueryBuilder on the form for the database that you 
want to use. For example, to use BDE, the TatBDEDataBase component is provided. Connect the 
TatBDEDatabase (or other database component) to the TTIWQueryBuilder.Database property.  
 
Put your database query component on the form and connect it to a datasource. Connect the 
datasource to the TTIWQueryBuilder.DataSource property. Setup a simple query such as: 
 
SELECT * FROM mytable 
 
Set the TTIWSQLBuilder.SQLSyntax property according to the database you’re working with. 
 
With default settings, you are ready to start using the TTIWQueryBuilder. Through the browser, you 
can select all fields from the query, set conditions and sort order. To retrieve the SQL statement 
generated by the IntraWeb Query Builder, use the TTIWSQLBuilder.SQLCommand property. To have 
TTIWSQLBuilder update your dataset, call TTIWSQLBuilder.UpdateDataSet; 
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Using IntraWeb Query Builder to modify predefined 
SQL command queries 
 
In the getting started example, the query to start from was as simple as: 
 
SELECT * FROM mytable 
 
The predefined query determines what the user can change / set at run time with the Query 
Builder. With the above SQL statement, the user can for example select all fields, add conditions on 
all fields and change the sort order for all fields in the table “mytable”.  In many cases, the fields 
that the user has access to for creating queries is more limited (user might not have access to all 
fields, restricted fields, key fields etc…) or the fields come from multiple tables with a join setup by 
the programmer that the user is not aware of. Handling these cases is as simple as presetting the 
query with the selectable fields and predefined joins. 
 
Example: 
 
Select c.custno, c.company from customer c, orders o 
where c.custno = o.custno order by c.company 
 
In this example, the user will only be able to select CustNo and Company fields and it will appear as 
if the fields come from a single table but effectively coming from the Customer and Orders table. 
When using the IntraWeb Query Builder to setup a query, this will ‘extend’ the preset query with 
the additional criteria set by the user. Configuring TTIWQueryBuilder to use such preset query can 
be done by setting the SQL command in the attached query dataset and calling  
 
TTIWQueryBuilder. UpdateMetaSQLFromDataset; 
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Using IntraWeb Query Builder with the MetaSQL-
based setup  
 
Instead of using a SQL command to predefine what the user can see or do in the IntraWeb Query 
Builder, this can also be done visually at design-time with the MetaSQL editor. Selecting the 
MetaSQL property shows the design time editor which has more extensive and advanced control over 
the settings of the IntraWeb Query Builder. With the MetaSQL editor, tables can be selected, table 
aliases can be set, fields can be added including defining field aliases, field expressions, joins can 
be defined as well as group, conditions and sort sorted. After configuring the dataset, the user will 
be able to manipulate it with the IntraWeb Query Builder. The configuration of MetaSQL can be 
saved and restored with: 
 
TTIWQueryBuilder.SaveToFile(settingsfilename); 
 
and 
 
TTIWQueryBuilder.LoadFromFile(settingsfilename); 
 
Note that an important advantage of a MetaSQL setup is that it is database independent. You can 
configure MetaSQL with a given database, save the settings and change the database afterwards. By 
setting the correct TTIWQueryBuilder.SQLSyntax for your database, MetaSQL will always generate 
the correct SQL according to the used database. 
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Setup of TTIWQueryBuilder user interface 
 
By default, the IntraWeb Query Builder allows to select fields, conditions and sort order for a 
dataset. Properties control whether these three capabilities are available in the user interface: 
 
ConditionSelectorVisible: Boolean; 
FieldSelectorVisible: Boolean; 
SortOrderSelectorVisible: Boolean; 
 
The various color settings of the TTIWQueryBuilder interface are available under the Display 
property.  
 
Together with basic field selection, it is also possible to select field functions. Whether this 
capability is available to the user or not is set with the property FieldFunctionsVisible: Boolean; 
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IntraWeb Query Builder with databases without 
included interface component 

You can use TatCustomDatabase component to manually retrieve tables and field names and pass 
the names to visual query component. Just drop a TatCustomDatabase component and set event 
handlers for all its events. The example below shows how to use TatCustomDatabase to support BDE 
components (although it is already supported by the specific TatBDEDatabase component). You must 
have a TDatabase component in the form named Database1 which points to the DBDEMOS database.
